Agra: The CBI investigation in-
to the alleged Hathras gangra-
pe and murder now placed un-
der judicial oversight, with the
Supreme Court asking the Alla-
habad high court to monitor it,
the victim’s family said it is still
counting on the entire case
being moved out of
Uttar Pradesh.

“We want justice. We hope
the case is moved out to Delhi,”
the victim’s sister-in-law told
TOI on Tuesday, hours after the
Supreme Court order. “We have
nothing left here anymore. My
daughters are growing up. We
want good education and safety
forthem. Leavingthis place will
be the bestforall of us.”

The family’s request to mo-
ve the case to Delhi was placed
before Allahabad high court on
October12. But the high court is
yet to take a call on their plea to
move the case out of Uttar Pra-
desh. “Our lawyer (Seema
Kushwaha) told us that the deci-
sion would be taken after the
CBI concludes its probe. We are
hopeful,” the girl’s sister-in-law
said.

They are among four Dalit
families in the upper caste-do-
minated village.

Department has recovered
cash and jewellery worth abo-
ut Rs5.26 croreafter it carried
out multi-city raids against
hawala operators and indivi-
duals who prepare fake bills,
the CBDT said on Tuesday.
Thesearches werecarried out
on Monday at 42 premises in
Delhi-NCR, Harvana, Punjab,
Uttarakhand and Goa, it said.

Theaction was carried out
against “a large network of
individuals running the rack-
et of entry operation (hawala
like operation) and genera-
tion of huge cash through fa-
kebilling”, officials said.

During the raids, Rs 2.37
crore cash and jewellery
worth Rs 2.89 crore has been
found along with 17 bank lock-
ers which are yet to be sear-
ched, the CBDT said in a state-
ment.

The Central Board of Di-
rect Taxes (CBDT) is the ad-
ministrative authority for the
I-T department.

“The search has led to sei-
zure of evidences exposing
the entire network of the ent-
ry operators, intermediaries,
cash handlers, the beneficia-
ries and the firms and compa-
nies involved.
